Inverted commas are punctuation marks that show direct speech. S
They look like this: = “” . Sometimes they are also called speech marks.

Inverted commas go at the beginning and end of direct speech. They enclose
the spoken words and the punctuation that goes with the speech. Who is talking,
and how, comes outside of the inverted commas.
